MAHARASHTRA UNAIDED PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF ADMISSIONS AND
FEEs) Act, 2015.

No. ARP 2023/(C.R. 52)/TE-4.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 23 of the
Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and
Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. XXVIII of 2015), the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following
rules further to amend the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions
(Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Post Graduate Technical Courses) Rules,

2017, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Post Graduate Technical
Courses) (Amendment) Rules, 2023.

2. In rule 12 of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions
(Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Post Graduate Technical Courses) Rules,
2017 (hereinafter referred to as “the principal Rules”), in sub-rule (a), for the letters and words
“CAP Rounds- I and II”, at both the places, the letters and words “CAP Rounds- I, IT and III”
shall be substituted.
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3. For SCHEDULE-II appended to the principal Rules, the following SCHEDULE shall
be substituted, namely :—

(See rule 6 and 7)

The distribution of seats available for the admission in Post Graduate course for second year

(Lateral Entry) shall be published on the website of the Competent Authority as well as Institute
and shall be filled in by the institution as per the rules 13.
